To judge the competing publications, the team of experts used a tool called nextexpertizer (http://www.nextexpertizer.com), a sophisticated decision-making software tool developed by German Nextpractice GmbH. This tool offers comparison of human opinions, more honest than any moderator could do. The team of experts used the tool to put in their opinions and "nextexpertizer" made the decision.
